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I was born in Morocco but my international experience, living in numerous countries from 3 to 5 years, made me feel an international citizen. It taught me how to adapt quickly to a lot of situations and therefore I can now truly consider myself as multilingual (Arabic, French, Spanish and Japanese) and open-minded to national specificities.

My professional objectives have always been around Industrial Engineering. I am impressed by people like Carlos Ghosn who are truly international and can bring their companies to the highest level. Following this path, I spent 2 months in Japan developing my language skills and continued with a 5-week internship in the Hitachi Company. This gave a real insight on what are the complex problems that are faced in industrial companies.
Moreover, managing teams have always been for me a very exciting challenge.
