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Choice of American universities
The objective I’ve been pursuing since my Baccalaureat is to work in the field of Industrial Engineering and I’m therefore applying for graduate studies in the United States of America as it offers the best education in the field I’m interested in.
I hesitated between Georgia Tech, Stanford, Berkeley, Cornell and PennState and I finally chose:
1. Stanford because its Management Science and Engineering department is prestigious and because Stanford is in California.

I have been denied the MS&E program at Stanford University and I finally decided to go to Cornell rather than Berkeley because I was offered a $10,000 fellowship award.
